Dandelions are a flowering plant from the Asteraceae family, native
to Eurasia and North America. Blooming from March to October, the
flowers are composite, conS|st|n%of many small flowers packed
together. Each dandelion flower head can produce up to 200 seeds
dispersed by the wind, travel up to 8 km from their original location,
and grow a deep taproot up to 30cm Ion% Some consider them
heoét - |v(|jng plants, while others believe them weeds to be
eradicated.

They hold a rich folklore history and are connected to various beliefs
and superstitions. Blowing on a dandelion clock is believed to fulfill
wishes, where the number of puffs corresponds to the years until the
wish comes true. In traditional herbal medicine, dandelions have
been used to address digestive disorders, skin conditions, and even
cancer. These resilient flowers were also associated with the sun,
symbolizing warmth and vitality. Carrying a dandelion root was
believed to ward off negative energy and evil spirits.

(Debarked) Trees

You've all likely noticed the naked trees
around the valley. The debarking of
these conifers (mostly Douglas Fir
trees) is likely caused by the wood
borer beetle. This beetle normally
attacks dead wood, but experts
suspect they are now feeding on trees
weakened by drought stress. The last
few years of very hot weather and
limited moisture has decreased our
Nnative  tree’s ability to  protect
themselves from these pests.

When wood borers move in, feeding
just below the bark, they eventually Kill
the tree. Woodpeckers love these
bugs! Theyll debark most of the tree
as they excavate for the woodborers

and their larvae. By the time you
Notice that the tree has died (needles
are red) the insects have moved on.
Currently there isnt an effective
mMmanagement strategy in place, but
foresters are working on it. In the
mMeantime, we have some happy well-
fed woodpeckers and an increase in
available firewood.

You can protect your home and your
neighbourhood by removing and
pruning (up to 8 feet from the ground)
coniferous trees on your property. The
chipping crew from Green Leaf Tree
Services will take care of the
branches.

Branch Size:

- Minimum size 3 feet, maximum size 8 feet in

length. Short pieces can jam the chipper and

larger pieces will be left for homeowner disposal.

- Max diameter of 10 inches (22¢cm).

- Stack the branches by the roadside prior to June 20th and after you have registered

with the Village Office at 250-347-6455 ext. 1.

- There are a limited number of spots available and they are in a First Come First

Served basis

Branch Piles Stacking Guidelines:

v Curbside stacking; cut-ends facing the road. Ensure the piles are accessible, and not
tied

v Only put out tree branches; no root balls, no yard waste, no bark chips and no
construction materials of any type, etc.

v Organized piles make for smoother and faster work

v Each pile can only be 1 cubic yard 3ft X 3ft X 3ft and each household is limited to 3
piles

v Have a look around your property and if the FireSmart clean-up is more than you can
handle call Green Leaf Tree Services to help
